This whisky displays notes of tropical 
fruits, red apples, and a touch of red 
summer berries on the nose. The 
French oak maturation brings notes of 
toasted oak and cinnamon on the palate 
along with stone fruits and vanilla, 
culminating in a long and complex finish 
with soft tannins and white pepper.

This is a unique product in the 
Australian Whisky category, having 
been fully matured in the finest Oak 
barrels that previously held wine from 
Australia’s famous Barossa Valley 
region, best known for its signature 
Shiraz grape.
