Waterford was set up by Mark Reynier (ex Bruichladdich 
CEO) in 2015 with the idea of creating a whisky that was 
driven by the raw ingredient – the barley. Waterford focus 
on different types of barley, grown in different areas 
of Ireland with different micro climates and growing 
conditions, exploring how that affects the flavour of the 
whisky.
