Boatyard is an award-winning distillery located inside an old 
boatyard on the banks of Lough Erne. It is the first legal 
distillery built in County Fermanagh in 130 years.

Boatyard was the first Irish distillery to produce  
an Old Tom style gin, made using organic wheat  
spirit and botanicals such as wild sweet gale from  
the family farm.

B - C O R P O R A T I O N  C E R T I F I C A T I O N

Its ethical, sustainable and environmental practices  
earned Boatyard the B Corp status in 2023. It is the  
first distillery on the island of Ireland to receive the 
recognition, receiving a score of 92 points (80 points  
is the minimum required for a pass).
